Notice to Former Recipients of 

Emergency Assistance Flexible Funds

You are getting this notice because you had a Flex Funds rent subsidy that ended on or before February 28, 2011.  Flex Funds are part of the Emergency Assistance or EA program.

You May Be Eligible for Temporary Emergency Shelter

Your family can get temporary emergency shelter now if:

1. you still meet certain general EA eligibility rules (106 C.M.R. § 309.020 and 106 C.M.R. § 309.040(A)(2));
2. the Flex Funds unit is no longer available to you, or your Flex Funds subsidy has ended and you have to pay more than 35% of your income for rent, utilities and heat to remain in the unit;
3. you have not had other safe, permanent housing since leaving the Flex Funds unit that you lost for a reason that would make you ineligible for shelter (106 C.M.R. § 309.040(B)); and 

4. you stayed in the Flex Funds unit until the subsidy ended or you stayed until your landlord told you to leave or you had good cause for leaving sooner. Note: If you left sooner without good cause, you will not be eligible for shelter until after your subsidy would have ended.
If your family needs housing or shelter, please contact your local DHCD Homeless Coordinator at your local DTA office.
