What costs will a Medicare Savings Program help you with?
If you are a Massachusetts resident with limited income and assets, who

is eligible for Medicare, you may qualify for a Medicare Savings Program that

will pay your monthly Medicare Part B premium, which is now deducted from your
Social Security benefit. In certain cases, a Medicare Savings Program may also pay
your out-of-pocket Medicare Part A and Part B costs and your Part A premium (if you
have one).

If you qualify for a Medicare Savings Program, you will also automatically qualify for
Extra Help, a program that will help pay for your prescription drugs under Medicare.
